               All Scarecrows need to be completed and in position by Saturday 25th June.  If you wish to take your Scarecrow indoors during hours of darkness, please make sure that it is returned to its  position and safely secured first thing in the morning. 

               Every Scarecrow will be visited on the 25th or 26th June and given a Registration Number. 

               A Scarecrow Trail will be organised so people can view all the Scarecrows and have lots of fun guessing which Scarecrows represent which Nursery Rhymes.  There will be a map and a form for people to vote for their favourite Scarecrow and of course, an answer sheet for the Nursery Rhyme titles of each Scarecrow - there will be a Prize for the first correct entry drawn.
